KERALA AGRICULTURAL UNIVERS ITY

Introduction

The Kerala Agricultural University came into
existence on 24th February 1971 under the Kerala
Agricultural University Act 1971. The headquarters
of the University is situated at Vellanikkara near
Trichur town. The College of Horticulture and the
Faculty of Forestry are also located here, The
Colleges located in other campuses are College of
Veterinary & Animal Sciences, Manngthy; College of
Banking & Co-operation, Mannuthy, Trichur District;
Faculty of Fisheries, Panangad, Ernakulam District;
College of Agriculture, Vellayani, Trivandrum District;
College of Home Science, Vellayani, Trivandrum District
and College of Agricultural Engineering & Technology,
Tavanur, Malappuram District. TIn addition to the afore-
said educational institutions the Univers ity has 21
research stations located in different agro-climatic
regions which conduct research on perennial and annual
crops of relevence to Kerala State. Some of the stations

have been recognised as centres far post=graduate research,

Under the National Agricultural Research Pro ject

(NARP ), the State was divided into § regions vigz.
Northern region, Central region, Southern region, High
range region and Special Problem region and five rescarch
stations were upgraded as Regional Agricultural Rescarch
Stations, which function as lead stat ions supporting

the other satellite stations located in the respective
regions. The major Regional Agricultural Research
Stations are located at Pilicode (Kasargode Dist),
Ambalavayal (Wynad Dt), Pattambi (Palghat Dt.),

Kumarakom (Kottayam Dt.) and Vellayani (Trivandrum Dt, )

Besides academic programmes at graduate and POSt =
graduate levels, the University is actively engaged in
research and extension aotivities,

The Kerala Agricultural University is Suppor ted
financially mainly by the Kerala State Government,
Financial assistance for Specified projects is also
derived from ICAR, NARP, Kerala Agricultural Extension
Project (T&V) S IDa, Department of Scicnce & Technology,
Department of Environment gt ,

Under the annual plan for 1987-88, the University
had originally envisaged an cutlay of fs. 500 lakhs as
financial assistance from the State Government. But,
the Government of Kerala has indicated a provision
Of Rs. 266 lakhs as financial assistance to the Kerala
Agricultural University for the year 1987-88, whose
utilization has becn furnished hereunder under different
sub-hcads under the main heading "Agricultural Research

ard Education",

l. Agricultural Research & Education

(Total outlay - Rs,266 lakhs)
l.1. Works (Outlay = rs.104 lakhs)

Even though the Kerala Agricul tural University was
established in 1971, it is still in developing stage.
Many constructions undertaken in a phased manner rcmain
to be canpleted, for which funds are absolutely esscntial,
During 1987-88, complction of the commited works is
envisaged, The Academic building far Fisheries College
(20 lakhs), UG Hostel for boys at Mannuthy for Vcteri-
nary College (%. 50 lakhs), Residential quarters (flat
type) at Mannuthy and Vellanikkara (Rs. 20 lakhs),
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Academic building far Vecerinary Colleg. at Mannuthy
(Rs.10 lakhs) and low cost residences at College of
Agricultural Engincering, College, Tavanur (Rs. 4 lakhs)
are in the various Stages of constructions.

The land for Fisheries College has been acquired,
and the Academic building necessary to accommodate
urder graduate and post graduate classes has to be
completad at the earliest. The intake of students in
Veterinary College was increased from 80 to 120 during
1984-85 as suggested by Government of Kerala which
demanded increasing the hostel facilities and classrooms &
laboratory, The necessity to provide residential acoo-
mmoda tion for staff is keenly felt and a provision of
20 lakhs have been made to complete very essential
items on which works have leen started. The College
of Agricultural Engineering, Tavanur started in 1985
is situated in a village area, where, practically all
infrastructural facilities are to be developed. The
works on low cost housing have already started and the
amount set apart is for of the completion low cost houses.

1.2. Faculty of Agriculture

(Outlay = Rs, 36 lakhs)
‘ Under the Faculty of Agriculture, there are two
colleges besides 21 resecarch stations., The Kecrala
Agricultural University is actively engaged teaching
at undergraduate and post graduate levels and conducting
research on important crops under different agro=-

climatic and soil conditions.

1.2.1. College of Agriculture, Vellayani, Trivandrum

(Outlay = Rs.8 lakhs)

The College of Agriculture located at Vellayani,
Trivandrum was started in 1955 and offers both under-
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graduate and pPost graduace courscs besides research
dotivitiss, Strengthcning of PG programme, Devel op-
ment of Agricul tural Economics discipline, partial assi-
Stance to book barnk, purchase of cssential cquipnent,
advance training to teachecrs and providing additional
research facilitics for pos t-graduate students arc the
arcas identified for financing from plan funds, The
requirement for the above is estimated as s, 8 lakhs for
1987-88,

1.2,2. College of Horticu lture, Vellanikkara, Trichur..

(Gutlay = rs.10 lakhs)

The College of Horticulture, Vellan ikkara, Trichur
established in October, 1972, offer UG and PG courses
in Agriculture and has an Instructional Farm with an
area of 95.3 ha. The intake of students has been restored
to 150 and the total strength works out to 846. Equip-
ment and fittings, educational tours of the students,
partial assistance to bouk bank, improving the computer
cell, vegetable seed praduction Complex, instructional
farm, Centre for Advanced Studies on Tree Crops and
environmental horticulture, additional research facili-
ties for post graduate students amd advanced training
to teachers are some of very important aspects for which,
provisions are to be made., To accamnpl ish the above,
an outlay of %, 10 lakhs is made for during 1987-88.

1.2.3. Agricultural Research (Headquarters)

(Outlay ks, 3 lakhs)

The Directorate of Research at headquarters requircs
additional support to cope up with the enhanced work load.
Strengthening of the Dircctorate of Research, Improve-
ment of research administration, planning and co-

1.2.4., Agricultural Research Statim

(Outlay = Rs.15 lakhs)

Eventhough, most of the research stations fall under
the purview of NARP, there are many arcas, for which,
no financial assistance is obtained from external sources,
Many schemes such as Multi State Cashew Research Project,
KADP have been terminated due to completion of their
tenure, The research works linitiated in these schemes
have to be continued especial ly on perennial crops.
Based aon the above facts, the following areas have becn
identified for finarncial assistance from Plan funds.

(1) Cultivation changes on crops, (ii) Establish-
ment of new centres of research on special problems,
(iii) Strengthening of a bio-technology laboratory and
radiotracer laboratory stirted under erstwhile KADP,
{iv) Financial support to the erstwhile projects like
MSCRP, KADP ctc. and (v) Funding for urgent new research

programmes.

To accomplish the above, an ocutlay of s 15 lakhs

is sought for during thc financial year 1987-88.

1.3, Faculty of Veterinary & Animal Sciences

(Outlay = Rs,28 lakhs)

The College of Vetcrinary & Animal Sciences became
a constituent unit of KAU in February 1972. The College
and its campus occupy an area of 195 ha. at Mannuthy .
The college has instructicnal farms at Mannuthy,
Thiruvazhamkunnu and Thumburmuzhi and a Vetcerinary
hospital at Kokkalai., The College offers both under-

graduate and post graduate courscs. AS per request of



the Government of Kerala, the intakc of students has becn
increased fram 80 to 120 from the academic year 1984-85,
This was cffected taking into account of thc acute shortage
felt for veterinary graduatcs in the State, The additionnl
intake of students has nccessitatcd additional facilitics
by way of class roois, laboratory and hostel facilitics
urgently. The outlay for 1987-88 sought far the above

is Rs. 28 lakhs, although the requirements will be more.

1.4, Faculty of Fisheries

(Outlay - rs.10 lakhs)

The College of Fisheries was originally started at
Mannuthy in the academic year 1979-80. In 1981, the
College was shifted to thce new campus at Panangad,
Ernakulam district, The college offers four year coursc
leading to B.F.Sc. degrece. The intake capacity of the
students far U.G. programe is 20 per year. After the
acquisition of land at Panangad, various construction
programmes are in progress. Rs. 21 lakhs have to be paid
as additional compensation towards land acquisition.

The College of Fisheries is still in its early stage of
development. An outlay Rs. 10 lakhs is thus provided
for the development of academic facilities for the Collcgu

as well as for recsearch activities.

1.5. Faculty of Forgstry

(Outlay - "s.1 lakh)

The College of Forestry was started ' din Vel lanikkarao
campus in the ycar 1988, The initial intake of students
to the College for U.G. programme has bcen fixcd as 15
and the College has alrecady initiated UG and PG courses
of study in 1986. The degree programme has bgen approved
by the ICAR, Eventhough, the expenditurc on this
faculty will be borne cut of the funds of ICAR, a token
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provision of ®%. 1 lakh has becn envisaged for 1987-88
for meeting items of eXpenditurc not covered undcr
ICAR norms.,

1.5. Faculty of Basic Sciences & Humanities

(Outlay = "s.1 lakhs)

The faculty of Basic Sciecnce & Humanities 711 |
was established in 1984, This faculty is necessary to
SUpport teaching ad rescarch in basic sciences that arc
needed in agricultural sciences. No separatc degree
programme 1s however contcmplated., A token pravigion of

. 1. lakh is envisaged during 1987-88 for the collegc,

1.7. College of Co-operation & Banking

(Outlay = ®s.5 lakhs)

The college of Co-operation & Banking was startcd
at Mannuthy in the year 1981 with an annual intake of
30 students for UG programme. Post graduate courscs on
rural banking and rural marketing management arc also
being offered in the college., The total number of studcents
presently available is 131, To carry out the minimum
academic programmes and providing amchities to the students,
a provision of %, 5 lakhs is made for the financial ycar

1987=88.

1.8. Faculty of Agricultaral Engincering

(Outlay - %.9 lakhs)

Collcge of Agricultural Engincering was cstablishod
in 1986~87 at Tavanur, Malappuram Dist. This collcge
offers UG and PG courses. The annual intake of students
is 30. Belng a new college, almost all infrastructural
facilities by way of laboratorices, eguipments, ma:ihincry
ete, are to be developed, A provision of 2.9 lakhs is

to be made far 1987-88 - .- -,



1.9, Faculty of Rural Home Science

(Outlay Rs. 2 lakhs)

The establishment of the College of Rural Home Science
has been approved by Government of Kerala. The College
was lnaugurated on 8-9-1986 at Vellayani (Trivandrum)

campus of the University,

During the academic year 1986-87, 30 students have
been admitted for bachelor's degree course., The col lege
is at present functioning in the Agricultural College
campus and has no facilities of its own., The College
requires basic facilities for running the teaching pro-
grammes, An amount of k. 2 lakhs is included for the

plan period 87-88.

1.10. National Agricultural Rescarch Project (NARP)

(Outlay Ps.41 lakhs)

The KAU was brought under the purviaw of the National
Agricul tural Rescarch Project (NARP) to help strengthening
the regional research capabilities., Under thc Phasc-1I
programme started in the year 1980-81, five Regional
Research Stations located at Pilicode (Canrmanore Dt),
Ambalavayal (Wynad Dist), Pattambi (Palghat Dt. ),
Kumarakom (Kottayam Dt.) and Vellayani/Kottarakkarali: '
(Trivandrum:bDt]) were: ident¥ficd £or the development of
infrastructural and other rescarch facilities, The
assistance under Phase I programmc was utilised for strongs
thening staff, providing scientific cquipments and mecting
the research opcrational costs based on problem oricntcd
research activities identificd for c¢ach region. On
completion of the Phase=I programme, the comnittment
already made on incremental staff and research opcration- i
cost has to be met by the State Government as per
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agreement originally cntered into. This committment

works out to ps. 59,43 lakhs. But, in view of the limi-
tations a restricted outlay of Ps, 41 lakhs alonc is sugge -
sted for 1987-88,

1.11. Extcnsion

(Outlay = Rs.3 lakhs

For implementing the various extension programmes
undertaken by the University, a provision of 8, 3 lakhs
is made. The proposal items to ke covered are strength-
ening Directorate of Extension, Krishi Vijnan Kendra at
Manjeswar, Scheme for the tribal area r¢ésearch, streng-—-
thening communication Centre and University Press.
Exhibitions, seminars and workshop have also to be perin-
dically conductcd by the Extcension Wing of Kau,

1.12. Central Library
(Outlay fs. 1 lakh)

The Library facilities in the Kerala Agricultural
University arc to be considerably improved especially
taking into account the number of educational institutions.
A Central Library facility is proposed in a main campus
for providing microfilm readers, documentation facilities
etc. A token provision of Rs. 1 lakh is made for this

purpose.

1.13. Headgquarters amenities (Administration)

(Outlay »s. 5 lakhs)

This amount is intended for providing a staff bus,
development of KAU School and expansion of area in the
main campus. Even though the headguartem canpus of the

AU has more than 400 ha. It has no wet lands. We have
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about 5 ha. of wet land at Mannutny which is not
sufficient to provide work experience for the under-
graduates. Hence it is proposed to acguire about

10 ha. of wet land at Vel lanikkara.

1.14. State Share far ICAR Schemes

(Outlay Rs. 20 lakhs)

The schemes/projects sanctioned by the Indian Counc: .

of Agricultural Research (ICAR) have to ke supported by
the Kerala Agricultural University partially as per th.
stipulations of the ICAR, for which, a provision of

Rs. 20 lakhs is envisaged during 1987-88.
