necessary on valid grounds.

The exhibitors or those who have brought exhibits on behalf of them shall have no

access to the show when judging is in progress. This rule will be enforced strictly.

No one can be a judge in a class where he is a competitor. Judges and show
committee members shall have the same right to enter exhibit as any other persons of

institutions.
