VISION AND GENESIS

Though both women and men play significant roles in farm ing, often the con tribu tion  ol 

women do not get properly recognized and accounted. Farm  w om en are m ostly  invisible, 
unrcached and unattended in planned developm ental efforts. M osl o f  the farm w om en lack 
access to and control of, resources, m arket, technologies, and inform ation and necessary  
support services in farm ing. O ften  the new ly  in tro d u ced  farm  p o lic ie s , s tra teg ics , 
technologies, institutions and system s rem ain m ale - oriented and create  adverse  im pact on 
farm women! at times even disp lacing  and totally  denying their ex isting  jo b  opportun ities 
and livelihoods. Drudgery, health hazards, lack o f land ow nership and d iscrim inating  w ages 
are some o f the crucial gender issues in the fann ing  scenario. The enorm ous socio-cullura l, 
technological and econom ic constraints to w hich the farm w om en are subjected  to, w arrant 
basic reforms and restructuring  o f  gender roles, pow er re la tions and value system s it 
empowerment o f women is to be a reality. Naturally, institutions like agricultural universities 

functioning for the sustainable developm ent o f agriculture o fa n y  locality  through research , 
extension and education activities have the responsibility  o f  build ing  necessary  m indset 
and institutional environm ent capable o f  addressing these issues o fg en d c rju s tic e  and equity 
in agriculture and sustainable developm ent at large in the society.

The progressive vision o f  establishing a pioneering initiative com m itted  to the cause o f 
gender justice in agriculture in the above line was m ooted in K erala A gricultural U niversity  
(KAU) in 1998 by the then Vice C hancellor Dr.K .N  Shyam asundaran  Nair. U nder his 
farsighted vision and guidance, the new  initia tive’s am bit, functions and fram e w ork w ere 
moulded as a collective effort through a series o f  consultations, vision sharing and opinion 
mobilization from am ong the internal and external public o f  KAU. through the Task Force 
setup for the purpose in the leadership o f  Dr.S.Sulochana, Dean, C ollege o fV eterm ary  and 
Animal Sciences, and Dr. P.S.Geethakutty, A ssociate Professor, C ollege o f  H orticu lture, 
Vellanikkara. The KAU has been fortunate in this venture to receive views, insights and 
jatronage from many em inent personalities like Professor M .S .Sw am inathan, M s. M ina 
swaminathan, Dr.K.Saradamony, Dr.M ichael Tharakan and Dr. R.V.G.M enon.

Based on the proposal developed by the above Task Force, the principal policy  m aking

CAPACITY BUILDING INITIATIVES
It is a m atter o f prestige that KAU through the CSGCA could serve as the pioneering 

institution to start capacity building programmes on gender sensitivity among scientists o f 
agriculture not only in KAU, but at the national level also. The capacity building programmes 
o f CSGCA on gender perspectives in agriculture are mainly focused on engendering 
agricultural research, agricultural extension, agricultural education and also engendering 
farmer support services and to catalyse gender sensitive policy decisions in the agricultural 
and rural development context. CSGCA in these years has been continuously trying to 
reach and sensitise the stakeholders o f developm ent, like planners, policy makers, 
administrators, local government decision makers, scientists, extension personnel, banking 
agencies, women and men farmers, women farm labourers, women entrepreneurs, women 
groups, KAU students, KAU staff, and NGOs right from the grass root level to the top 
level decision making. In every year, on an average more than 1500 direct audience (policy 
makers, scientists, extension workers, NGO workers, support service agencies, development 
administrators, students, farmers, women entrepreneurs etc.) are being reached and motivates 
by this centre to adopt gender sensitive approach in development.

The efforts in this context among the scientists and development agencies are to build 
favourable mindset of gender perspectives in development so as to enable them to apply the 
concepts o f gender analysis and gender sensitivity in the concerned areas o f their functions in 
agricultural education, research, extension and policy making. The administrators, planners 
and policy makers are being made aware o f the need of ensuring gender sensitivity m their 
development approaches. Through model technology demonstration units, technology training 
and entrepreneurship development programmes imparted directly to selected farm women 
entrepreneurs and training among extension personnel, engendering of extension is also aimed at.

1. Capacity building efforts among scientists by CSGCA was initiated with a workshop 
on “Gender Analysis in Agriculture" held during November 6 -9, 2000 at KAU with 
the technical support from M.S.Swaminathan Research Foundation. Chennai. A team 
of 30 scientists drawn from the various faculties o f KAU was oriented to the concepts 
o f gender, gender perspectives in agriculture and methods o f gender analysis in 
agriculture during the workshop. In continuation o f the above workshop, the same 
team of scientists and selected graduate students drawn from the various farm courses 
o f KAU were brought together in another workshop on “ Engendering of field trainings 
of UG Courses o f KAU” during 8lh -10"' March, 2001.

This workshop could pinpoint the higher priority to be allotted to practical and field 
work in all the undergraduate courses o f KAU. It was highlighted by the participants that 
the students are in need o f  identifying their future customers (both men and women) in 
their field reality and to identify the real faces of users of technologies in the field right 
from the first year of their graduation. An earlier workshop organized by CSGCA for 
selected graduate students o f all colleges of KAU during March 1999 on “Towards gender 
sensitization among KAU students” had also served as a turning point in this direction.

T h ese  w ork sh op s and d isc u ss io n s  w ith  faculties 
and students o f  each c o lleg e  had helped  to id en tify  the areas o f  gen d er  concerns to he 
included in the course curriculum  o f  under graduate ed u ca tion  in K A U  and evolved a 
m odel approach o f  engendering agricultural curriculum .

D uring the last'four years, the C SG C A  had b een  con d u ctin g  G eneral Workshops and 
G ender Sensitisation  w orkshops in the various cam p u ses o f  K A U  for the internal public 
o f  K A U  com m unity - the scientists, non teach ing  staff, students and labourers, these 
w orkshops w ere intended to orient the K A U  com m u n ity  - to the g o a ls  and functions of 
the C SG C A  and to persuade them  to ow n  and participate in the con n ected  programmes 
o f  C SG C A . G ender sensitization  program m es for students a lso  w ere conducted in the 
various co lleg e  cam puses a lso in these years to m ak e the students aw are about the socio­
econ om ic and gender issues in the con text o f  agricultural d eve lop m en t. The capacity 
build ing program m es organised  for the sc ien tis ts  o f  K A U  w ere  indented to change 
‘m in d se t'o f gender sensitiv ity  so  that their efforts o f  research , ex ten sion  and teaching 
will  be utilized as opportunities o f  addressing gender con cerns in agriculture. Accordingly, 
the scien tists are being oriented and m otivated  to take up tech n o lo g y  developm ent and 
tech n o logy  transfer w ith focu s on gender con cern s. It is gra tify in g  to note that a large 
num ber o f  the scien tists have im bibed the spirit and g o o d  num ber o f  research, extension 
and training projects w ith  focu s on w o m e n  fr ien d ly  te c h n o lo g y  developm ent and 

techn ology  popularization are in progress from  various cam p u ses o f  K A U .

RESEARCH INITIATIVES AND 
HIGHLIGHTS OF CSGCA

The focus o f the research  efforts o fC S G C A is  two pronged - engendering o f agricultural 
[Csearch and conducting research on gender concerns in agriculture.

a) Engendering efforts o f  research in agriculture

The engendering o f  research  is focused on resetting o f research agenda in agriculture so 
that processes and products o f  science and technology in agriculture sector will target, suit 
and reach the tarm  wom en also. 1 his, in turn, is being enabled by CSGCA through efforts 
lor building aw areness and capacity among agricultural scientists on gender analysis and 
gender sensitive research and technology development. The CSGCA since 1998 has been 
involved in conducting various workshops and training courses for moulding favourable 
mindset am ong scientists and to persuade them to focus and involve on topics related to the 
roles, needs, and constraints o f farm women. The scientists are continuously enabled and 
motivated to review  and research the issues of gender concerns in agricultural sector like 
drudgery, safety, health, efficiency, and energy requirement o f farm operations performed 
by wom en and to evolve women friendly technologies and practices. Similarly, the efforts 
of science and technology should focus on evolving solutions for the problems o f rural 
poor women who face epidemics, gynaecological problems, nutritional deficiencies, water 
related diseases and disorders, hereditary diseases, HIV/ AIDS and occupational health 
hazards, especially in fisheries, coir and cashew industries are also highlighted. Scientists 
are also being sensitized about the need of evolving technologies, practices, varieties, inputs 
etc. for farm ing system with due concern on livelihood security, food security, ecological 
sustainability, natural resource conservation, biodiversity etc. in which farm women have 
the m ajor stake. The needs o f  empowenng farm women with ergonomically suitable and 
appropriate technologies and enterprises for their livelihoods are also being oriented to the 
scientists in the agricultural sector through workshops, trainings, and courses on gender 
perspectives in agriculture being imparted from CSGCA. CSGCA was a major partner 
along with the NRCWA, Bhuveneshwar, to bring out a training manual for conducting 
gender sensitization in the national agricultural research system during 2003-2004 period.

The specific Project Co-ordination Group on Gender Studies set up under the 
Faculty Research C om m ittee (FRC), Agriculture, KAU is also co-ordinated horn the 
CSGCA. This co-ordination group is functioning as a think tank for identifying and prioritizing 
gender concerns to be studied from KAU. It is also involved in scrutinizing and advising all 
the research projects o f  KAU from the point of view o f gender perspectives in agriculture. 
The need of introducing gender impact assessment as essential screening criteria tor any 
research project in agriculture was proposed before the 60"' FRC of KAU and including a
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separate chapter for highlighting the women and gender oriented research effons of KAI 
the Annual Research Report were approved in principle in the above meeting, which i . 

-n]l to be put into practice.fp. 23 in the minutes o f  the 60'" meeting ol the I R( . KAI I held 
on 26-27, May 2003)

Id Brief research highlights o f  the various field and desk studies conducted on gender 
concerns in agriculture from the CSGCA during 1999-2006 are presented.

, Ihc study o f  CSGC \  on the socio econom ic profile o f women labour in Kerala
conducted during 2000 could identify farm operations where in women labourers are 
getting employment opportunities. The study also revealed that there exists wide disparity 
in the wage rate o f  men and wom en farm w orkers in the unorganized sector, the farm 
women being provided with only half o f the w age o f  men labourers. Despite this, the 
women labourers were found to be the m ajor providers o f  food security o f  their families 
as women bring back their full wages to their home compared to their m ale ccnterparts.

• lh e  study from this Centre on the Roles and A ccountability o f women in Farming 
Systems ofM adakkathara Panchavath in ITuissur district during 2001. could suggest 
a m ethod ol categorizing gender roles o f farming systems (women specific, women 
dominant, men specific, m en dominant and gender neutral), identify gender roles o f  
various fanning system s and highlight that about 40-42%  o f  farm fam ily incom e is 
contributed by farm family women through their unpaid labour contnbution.

• The study on the agribusiness entrepreneurs in Kerala conducted during 2002 could 
reveal the m ajor types o f  women run agribusiness, identify the constraints ol agribusiness 
and develop a scale for the m easurement o f entrepreneurial success. The study had also 
pointed out that only very low percentage o f  women agribusiness operators are highly 
successful. Case studies o f  selected successful farm women agribusiness operators also 
were docum ented as pan o f the study.

• The ICAR-NATP study on “G en d er Analysis o f Farming System s for Sustainable 
Technologies, Developm ent Programmes and Livelihood” earned out during 2002- 
2005 could identify the gender roles ot the m ajor farming systems in Central Kerala, 
identification o f gender impact indicators to assess the potential and consequent 
impacts o f developm ent interventions like technologies, institutions, policies and 
program m es was a m ajor contribution o f this study. Employment, income, leisure, 
drudgery, health, social inclusion, food security etc. are some o f  the indicators o f  gender 
impact and a C om posite G ender Impact Index was developed and tested m the case o f 
mechanized paddy transplanting. The adverse impact the women farm labourers face 
on the eve o f  rice m echanization also w as pointed out in the study. It was observed that 
the farm operations w hich used to be wom en specific in m anual operations have becom e 
men specific and m ale dom inated under the m echanized situation. A training module 
on gender m ain stream in g  for su sta in ab le  agricu ltu ral developm ent w as also 
developed as part of the study.

POLICY ADVOCACY EFFORTS OF CSGCA

The very first consultation undertaken by the CSGCA towards policy advocacy organised 
(n .'0* and 21“ May. 2000 as a joint effort o f KAU, State Women’s Commission and CentTe 
,(Sustainable Technology lor Rural D evelopment (COSTFORD), Thnssur had focused on 
|(jentifying the constraints and problems o f farm women workers in the unorganized sector, 
pie -Issues of wage discrimination, displacement from traditional employmenl opportunities 
*real of male oriented farm technologies, occupational health hazards, lack of social security, 
futilities for carc ol children and sanitation in work environment, lack of farm labour pension 
•nd insurances, discriminating widow pension scheme, lack o f skill empowerment among 
linn women were flagged as issues. These issues were brought to the notice of various 
jeencies like Women’s Commission, Agricultural Engineers o f KAU, Panchayath Raj 
'nstitutions, Planning Board, Social Welfare Department, Labour Department, Development 
IVpattmcnts and mass media. The proceedings o f the consultation were published and 
widely circulated among the various stakeholders.

■ Another important policy advocacy effort taken up by the CSGCA was to influence the 
integration o' gender perspectives in agricultural education and engendering agricultural 
education in K AU and other SAUs in the nation. The various course modules, syllabus 
resource materials and education engendering models developed by the Centre in 
collaboration with agencies like MSSRF and FAO on integrating gender perspectives in 
agriculture u crc submitted to the various committees o flC A R  and KAU during 2003- 
2006. To begin with, KAU has introduced the UG course on Gender Perspectives as an 
optional course for BSc (Ag i programme and the introduction of the course as the general 
course ol all t G Programme o f KAU is awaiting decision by the Academic Council of 
the University The approval o f ICAR for introducing the approach o f gender integration 
m agricultural education in the nation is awaited. The CentTe also has been invited to 
share the experience m this context in an international interface programme of FAO- 
Bangkok during July 2002. The Conference o f US-India Knowledge Initiatives on 
Aericultural Curriculum Development held at New Delhi during December 2006 also 
has highlighted the efforts o f  CSGCA and has taken decision to include gender concerns 
as focus area of curriculum development in agriculture.

• TheCSGCA has been invited to share experiences on engendering agricultural education, 
research and extension in the various sittings o f the National Commission of farmers, 
Government of India during 2005-2006 and the report of the above Commission has 

made special mention about the efforts o f CSGCA. KAU in the context ol women s 
development in agriculture, (page no. 100 o f the first report, December, 21X WI

' It is a matter of prestige for KAU that the centre has been able to serve in the XI five 
Vear Plan Formulation Groups on Agricultural Extension and Gender and
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^riculture. The Project Co-ordinator has been entrusted with the responsibility of 
leading tftc Subgroup on Gender Concerns in Agricultural Extension In this connection,
CSGC Ahad organized consultative sharing process from various authorities and agencies 
andhad organized a vision planning session o f selected academics, development workers, 
fanners and women groups in KAU during 29“' .August, 2IXK> The opportunity has been 
s rewarding one for the accumulated experiences of CSGCA in the field a here by. KAU 
could suggest many new policies and project approaches of women empowerment at 
national level to be undertaken in the coming five year period.

, The WTO Commission of the State Government of Kerala during 2001-20112 had also 
identified CSGCA, KAU as an emerging institution, capable of working on gender 
concerns in agriculture and for promotion of expertise and comDctinvcness of raral 
cnterpnses and livelihoods among farm women.

, The Centre also got an opportunity to serve in National Gender Mainstreaming r„mmittee 
ofNATP of 1C AH set up during 2001 -2003 and could suggest the means and modes of 
tender mainstreaming which the ICAR has to introduce in research and technology 
drvelopment.

i Other opportunities in which CSGCA representative was invited to serve in the vanous 
advisory, steering, evaluation, and review committees of agencies include Department 
of Biotechnology, Department of Science and Technology, National e-Govemance 
committee of Ministry o f Agnculturc, Centre for Development Studies, Integrated Rural 
Technology Centre (1RTC) o f  K erala Sasthra Sahithya Parishath (KSSP) and 
COSTrORD. CSGCA had .played a key role in bringing in gender sensitivity in the 
decisions of policy making of agricultural and rural development in the nation,

• the issue of the discriminatory criteria of widow pension followed by ihc various social 
welfare schemes has been always a concern of CSGCA, which was continuously raised 
bv the Centre to the Women’s Commission and Ministry of Social Welfare, which has 
ultimately resulted in a positive action scry recently.

• Ttie advisory and organizing support rendered to the Women Complaint Redressal Cell 
of KAU (the first o f its kind in Kerala established during 1998) for solving gender 
issues of employees and studenls in vanous matters from the CSGCA is worth to be 
highlighted as a measure o f  building and conserving gender sensitive environment in 
KAU. Concerted efforts for building increased gender sensitivity m the environment of 
KAU towards promoting girl studem s leadership and introducing women friendly 
infrastructure facilities (increased number o f women’s toilets, quarters for single women, 
working women’s hostel etc) are emerging needs to be addressed and taken up.

, Three documentary films were developed by this centre on gender mainstreaming in 
agriculture Kelkaatha shabdam  (Unheard Voice), Women empowerment (One question) 
and Agro Based technological Options for Farm women. These films released from 
CSGCA are serving as effective tools for gender sensitization and related capacity 
building programmes.

In the em erging context o f new econom ic rcfoim s in agriculture and its impact on farm 
w om en’s livelihoods, the CSGCA has lo be identified and strengthened as a Centre of 
E xcellence o f KAU lo conduct advanced studies on gender and developm ent, to take up 
capacity  build ing  efforts on gender m ainstream ing am ong the research and development 
s taff to prom ote wom en friendly farm technologies lor livelihood options o f farm women 
and farm  entrepreneurship developm ent, anti to initiate post graduate and distance education 
program m es o f gender and developm ent. T his centre lias acquired capacity  to take up indepth 
regional level analysis o f the gender issues in agriculture like occupational health hazards, 
inaccessibility o f farm  technologies, farm resources o f land, water, credit and market, wage 
discrim ination , gender im pact o f agricultural technologies, prom otion ol wom en friendly 
agricultural technologies, farm er support services etc. The C entre has the capacity to serve 
as a resource centre lor advocating gender sensitive policy changes on gender issues in 
agriculture, lo conduct ergonom ic studies and suggest appropriate changes in fabricating 
farm  m achines, and to be the nodal agency for capacity  build ing  on gender perspectives 
and gender sensitivity  am ong policy m akers, adm inistrators, scientists, academ ics, extension 
personnel, developm ent agencies and farm ing com m unity a t national level. The Centre can 
also serve as a resource centre to develop anti organize resource m aterials and tools of 
d istance education and ICT based learning opportunities for wom en in agriculture, and lo 
serve as a resource centre for w om en farm  entrepreneurs and w om en headed farm families. 
The C entre in the com ing days can grow as a N ational C entre o f Excellence of Gender 
Studies, R esearch and Policy A dvocacy for W om en D evelopm ent. The ongoing efforts of 
c a p a c ity  b u ild in g  on g en d er p e rsp ec tiv e  and  g e n d e r sen s itiv ity  am ong  the various 
stakeholders in agriculture  developm ent is expected  to c ieate  both long and short-term 
im pacts in agricultural developm ent; and also direct and indirect im pacts on production, 
productivity , food security and national com petitiveness. T he  project team  ot the centre 
can be prom oted as a consultative group, com petent to take up assignm ents of engendering 
in agricultural developm ent. As one ha lf o f the society  is constitu ted  by women, these 
efforts aim ed to increase effectiveness of partic ip ation  a n d  contribution of women 
along with m en in  agriculture, their threshold  effic ien cy  a n d  access to  benefits of 
agricultu re and rural developm ent will enable lo em pow er th e  society holistically 
tow ards greater sustainability  o f developm ent and sustenance in th e  coming days.
