PRODUCERS ADVISED NOT TO HOLD BACK PEPPER STOCK

Black Pepper, known as the king ot spices, is a perennial climbing vine grown for its ber- 
ies extensively used as spice and in medicine. Pepper has been a popular spice since 
srehistoric times. It was probably first cultivated on the Malabar cost of India in what is now 
he state of Kerala. As of 2008 Vitenam is the world's largest producer and exporter of 
Depper, contributing around 34 per cent of the world production. Other major producers 
nclude Indonesia (9%), India (19%), Brazil (13%), Malaysia (8%), Sri Lanka (6%), Thailand 
4%) and China (6%). Global pepper production peeked in 2003 with over 3,55,OOOt (391. 
X) short tons), but has fallen to just over 2,71 O O O t  ( 2,99,000 short tons) by 2008 due to a 
series of factors like poor crop management, disease and weather related sef backs.
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India is a leading producer, consumer and exporter of black pepper in the world. During 
2005-06. 16,700 tonnes of black pepper products worth Rs. 14050 lakhs were exported to 
various countries accounting for 6 per cent of export earnings among spices. Black pepper is 
cultivated in Kerala, Karnataka and to a limited extent in Tamil Nadu and other states. The crop 
is grown in about 2,46,000 hectares with a production of 69,000 tonnes annually. Kerala and 
Karnataka account for a major portion (92 %) of production of black pepper in the country.

♦  The pepper harvest season in India will commence in January and bulk market arrivals 
are expected from February onwards

+  Generally, September, October and November are months of low arrivals for Indian 
makets. The carry over stock of pepper from the last harvest in India is learnt to be 
below l 0,000 tonnes, which is a small trade volume as per trade sources.

+  The Export and Import Houses are likely to take a long position for their commitments in
view of low physical arrivals. This is reflected in the futures price hovering steady around 
Rs. 141 per kg for October, November and December months.

+  It is learnt that the Vietnam Pepper Association has advised its members not to sell
pepper aggressively from April onwards. This is also expected to shift overseas buyers 
to the Indian markets.

+  Crop Prospect estimates indicate that the crop stand and berry setting during the current 
year in Vietnam and Indonesia is not very encouraging.

The Market Intellligence Centre of Kerala Agricutural University under ICAR assisted NAIP proiect views that the 
buoyant phase in black pepper will last during the months of October, November and December. The prediction 
is based on the month wise time series price data at Kochi market for Ungarbled Malabar Peprrer (for a period 
of 15 years from 1995 onwards) which is the major market in India for black pepper. According to the study, the 
prices will hover around Rs.138 toRs.145 per kg till October 2009. This is expected to come around Rs. 132-140 
per kg, in November and Rs. 131-138 per kg December 2009. Hence pepper growers are recommended to sell 
their produce preferably before end of October or November, and postively before December 2009.

Pepper season starts with a cheer amidst hectic speculations: 
Pepper farmers advised to wait till April

India is the traditional home of major spices. She has the privilege to enjoy a 

dominant position in production, consumption and export of spices and spice products. 

According to the latest statistics available, the area under cultivation of spices in India 

has increased from 2448 thousand hectares in 2006-07 to 2603 thousand hectares in

2007-08 and the production during the corresponding period has increased from 3953 

thousand tones to 4103 thousand tones (Government of India, 2009).Among the Indian 

spices, black pepper occupies a position of key eminence in the spices export basket.

Traders’ survey indicates that there are conflicting reports about the anticipated 

output of pepper this season by different sources, aimed at influencing the prices. The 

anticipated output of Indian pepper this year is reckoned approximately at 50, 000 tones, 

considering all the above aspects. The quick recovery from recession by the European 

countries and the US should help to stimulate more export demand, but the exporters and 

importers are moving cautiously in view of rupee getting stronger, and the Indian pepper 

price ruling higher than the price of other producer countries. Trade circles also indicated 

that trade enquiries for Indian pepper are low this season as compared to the last year. It 

is against this background that the Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre of the Kerala 

Agricultural University attached to the Department of Agricultural Economics, College 

of Horticulture studied the price behavior of Indian pepper based on the monthly time 

series data at Kochi market for Ungarbled Malabar Pepper for a period of 15 years from 

1995 January onwards. According to the study, the price of Indian pepper will hover 

around Rs. 128-140 per kg during the early pepper season starting from January to 

March, which synchronizes with the maximum market arrivals. This is a period when the 

export houses are becoming more active, making strategic moves to maintain their stocks, 

consistent with their foreign enquiries and commitments. Therefore, this period is likely 

to witness high degree of speculative activities also.



The price predicted by the Centre for the next five months are as follows:

The pepper producers are therefore advised not to get panicky by the quick price 

shifts and market activities during the initial period of the new season. They are advised 

to store their pepper, and wait till April when the market situations may appear more 

bright and promising.

BLACK GOLD GLITTERS ON SUPPLY CONSTRAINTS

The Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre (AMIC) of Kerala Agricultural 
University under the ICAR assisted NAIP project had released its second price forecast 
for ungarbled black pepper for the months of January, February, March, April and 
May’10, based on their analysis of pepper prices at Kochi market for a period of 15 years 
from January 1995 to December 2009. The study had clearly indicated that the pepper 
prices in the State may remain soft in January, February and March 2010, and may firm 
up by April and May 2010. A summary of the price range predicted and its validation 
based on actual prices that prevailed at Kochi market during the reference period 
indicates that this finding was proved right:

The Centre is revising its prediction for pepper price for the month of May 2010, and 
projecting a new price scenario for the months of June, July, and August 2010 based on 
the following trade inputs and new market sentiments based on emerging global, national 
and local scenario described below:

>  The global pepper production in 2010 will be lower than in 2009. Even 
International Pepper Community (IPC) now admits a world supply shortfall now 
as against the optimism expressed at the beginning of the season.

>  The total output in Vietnam is now revised to 90,000 MT, which is 20 per cent 
lower than' last year’s output.



>  Indonesia experienced El Nino effect with the result that the pepper output in 
current year is expected to fall by 30 -  35 per cent.

>  Brazil is facing a very unfavourable weather since November 2009, and the long 
dry spells may end up with a production shortfall of 30 - 40 per cent.

>  The initial crop estimates of Indian pepper for the current year by various 
agencies were in the range of 50,000 - 60,000 tones. However, revised estimates 
based on new trade inputs suggest that the Indian crop output will also be falling 
short by at least 20 -  25 per cent during 2010 due to longer dry spells in summer 
and the prevalence of anthracnose (Pollu) disease on the foliage, the spikes and 
the berries in main growing tracts. The disease incidence was severe in Idukki, 
especially in the local varieties.

> The latest update of Brazilian Pepper Trade Board views that the stock position in 
the leading importing countries are precariously low because of the 
macroeconomic situations that prevailed in European Union and North America. 
The economic recovery in the buying countries of US and European markets are 
likely to stimulate higher demand for pepper in the current year.

> With shipment possibilities from Vietnam for processed black pepper remaining 
very bleak in the near future in view of the US Food and Drug Administration 
finding Vietnam pepper not meeting its food hygiene and safety standards. 
According to VOV News posted on 10-4-2010, USFDA has notified food hygiene 
and safety inspections in all major Vietnam Pepper Export Processing Units from 
now until October 2010. This is expected to drive overseas buyers to Indian 
pepper, which is rated high on quality parameters but premium priced. Any 
weakening of rupee may accentuate this process. That is why exporters refrain 
from taking short positions at the current levels, and are taking a wait and watch 
policy for the prices to cool down.

> Domestic demand in India is strong, and may go up further during the winter 
months.

>  Fresh crop arrivals of pepper at major market centres in Kerala are low as the 
farmers continue to retain die commodity in anticipation of still higher prices that 
may rule in future in view of global supply shortfall. Their holding power is 
enhanced by the attractive price received for rubber, cardamom, tea, and cocoa, 
the companion crops in most production areas.

>  Pepper can easily be stored for 2 -3 years with out quality deterioration.

Under these circumstances, the Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre of Kerala
Agricultural University predicts the following price levels for ungarbled pepper in
Kerala based on Prices at Kochi for the next 4 months:

It is not expected that Vietnam may come out of the imbroglio before September 
-  October. Any massive offloading of Vietnamese pepper when they come out of the 
current crisis can bring the international prices under pressure. Farmers are advised to 
consider this possibility also while synchronizing their sale.

CARDAMOM MARKET TO REMAIN BULLISH ON PRODUCTION SHORTFALLS

Small Cardamom (Elettaria cardamomum), described as the “Green Gold” is 

undoubtedly the'“Queen of Spices”. It is the world’s third-most-expensive spice after saffron and 

vanilla. Cardamom is used as flavorings in both food and drink, as cooking spices and as 

confectioneries. It is also used as a masticatory, and finds quite a number of uses in medicinal 

formulations. The oil contained in the seeds and pods are used in perfumes and as a stimulant. It 

enjoys an enviable position in the international trade of spices.

Guatemala, India, Sri Lanka, Tanzania, El Salvador, Vietnam, Laos, Cambodia and 

Papua New Guinea are the major cardamom growing countries in the world. The world 

production of cardamom is around 36,000 tonnes per annum. Guatemala leads the global 

production, with an annual production of around 23,000 tonnes (approximately 64 per cent of the 

world production), followed by India and Tanzania. The West Asian countries like UAE and 

Saudi Arabia, Denmark, Finland, Norway, Japan and USA are the major consuming countries.

Kerala is the major cardamom producing state in the country, having a share of around 56 

per cent area, 76 per cent of the total production, and a productivity level of 207 Kg/ha. Idukki 

district accounts for the lion’s share of cardamom produced in Kerala. This is followed by 

Karnataka accounting for 36 per cent, with Tamil Nadu accounting for 7 per cent for the total 

cultivated area, and 15, 9 percentages respectively of the total production. Cardamom is 

extremely rain and temperature sensitive. It needs low temperature, high humidity and incessant 

drizzles.

The Cardamom harvest season in India spreads from August to March, and the peak 

harvest season synchronizing with the bulk market arrivals are expected from October to 

December.

Traders’ survey at Vandanmedu and discussion with knowledgeable sources in the Spices 

Board indicated that there is a reduction in crop output amounting to 15-20 per cent as 

compared to the last year owing to the pre-dominant dry spell in the summer months of 

2009.



• Trade reports also indicate a substantial reduction in cardamom production in Guatemala 

due to adverse weather conditions and subsequent poor crop stand. Thus, the competition 

from Guatemala appears very weak during this year.

• The heat is turned on the global market due to the deficit production in two major 

producing and exporting countries, resulting in a bullish phase for the Cardamom prices. 

The average price which was hovering around Rs.500 per Kg during October, November, 

December last year has crossed Rs.800 per Kg during December 2009. The auction 

average price on 16/12/2009 at Vandanmedu was Rs.957/Kg. There is every possibility 

that the export grade viz., AGEB may cross Rs. 1000/Kg during this harvest season itself.

• This is reflected in the futures market also where the price is floating around Rs. 1050 per 

kg for the months of January, February and March.

It is against this background that the NAIP- Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre 

(AMIC) functioning in the Department of Agricultural Economics, College of Horticulture, 

Kerala Agricultural University analyzed the past 13 years’ average weighted price that prevailed 

in Vandanmedu market and also conducted a traders survey in this market in order to assist the 

farmers in better decision making. The average weighted price forecasted for the months of 

January, February and March 2009 based on Vandamedu prices will be as follows:

Trade sources informed that arrivals may pick up if  good monsoon showers are received 

during January or else the production deficit that may go up to 30 per cent than the previous 

year. However, sources in the Spices Board admitted that they anticipate a production fall within 

20 per cent than the previous year. Viewing all these estimates and speculative activities 

indicated by the futures price coupled with our own price analysis, farmers are advised to store 

and sell by end of February, 2010 for higher prices.

Cardamom prices to remain volatile

The Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre (AMIC) of Kerala Agricultural 
University under the ICAR assisted NAIP project had released its first price forecast for 
cardamom (bulk) for the months of January, February, March’10, based on their analysis 
of cardamom prices at Vadanmedu market for a period of 15 years from August 1996 to 
December 2009. The study had clearly indicated that the cardamom prices in the State 
may firm up in January, February and March 2010 due to global and domestic supply 
constraints. A summary of the price range predicted and its validation based on actual 
prices that prevailed at Vadanmedu market during the reference period is given below:

The Centre is now releasing its prediction for cardamom for the month of April-June 
2010, based on new trade inputs and new market sentiments:

• The small growers have by and large released their cardamom output in the face 
of the attractive price and the lack of scientific storage facilities. Only the big 
farmers and estates who possess their own curing and scientific storage facilities 
are releasing their stock slowly, but cautiously.

• Due to the long dry summer spells from January onwards, additional outputs 
realized are low.

• 39,047 kg and 865 kg of cardamom was brought to Vandanmedu Auction Centre 
on 11/04/2010 and 12/04/2010, and the average prices realized were Rs.l 128 and 
Rs.1006 per kg respectively.



• Even though prices are ruling high, trade circles indicate good demand for 
cardamom from North India and Export Houses.

As limited supply of cardamom and robust demand could further push up prices, the 
analysis by Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre (AMIC) shows that the 
cardamom prices may go up by another 10-15% in the next few months as shown 
below:

COCONUT SEASON STARTS WITH PRICES FIRMING UP ON 

ACCOUNT OF LOW INITIAL ARRIVALS

Coconut is a versatile crop grown all over the world except the continents of 
Europe and Australia. The crop plays a dominant role in the socio-economic and cultural 
life of the growers. According to FAO Statistics, 2007, global production of coconuts is 
61504133 Tonnes with Indonesia, Philippines, India, Brazil and SriLanka as the major 
contributors .to coconut production. As per the recent Government of India statistics
2008-09, India has emerged as the largest producer of coconut in the world with a 
production of 15,840 million nuts. India accounts for 26.9 per cent of the world’s 
production. In India, the four south Indian states namely Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka 
and Andhra Pradesh account for around 90 per cent of the coconut production in the 
country.

The trader’s survey of coconut and copra highlighted the following points:

• The price of coconut is shaped by variations in production, global demand 
and supply situation and price of other vegetable oils

• ' The period from September to December marks a period of low arrivals of
coconut and copra in the domestic market, which creates upward pressure 
on the prices in the Kerala markets.

• Maximum arrivals of coconut and copra in the markets in Kerala are 
during the period from January to June. This creates downward pressure 
on coconut and copra prices during this period.

e The country witnessed a record 9.05 lakh tons of vegetable oil imports in
September 2009 against 6.67 lakh tons during the same period in the last 
year, registering a 35.68 % growth in imports. The trade circles indicated 
that palm group of oils comprised more than 75 per cent of the total 
imports, which have a direct bearing on the coconut economy in the 
country.

® Nil custom duty on the import of crude edible oil is likely result in a surge 
of imports in these items whenever domestic prices rule higher

• Consumption pattern reveals that only 45% consumers in Kerala depend 
upon coconut oil as a cooking medium. The Hotels and bakeries segment 
depend primarily on palm oil due to its lower price.

• The trade circles observe that whenever the coconut oil price falls below 
Rs. 45/Kg, a shift in use from palm oil to coconut oil is observed among 
the middle income group of consumers. Thus, palm oil has emerged as a 
major competitor for coconut oil in Kerala.

• As compared to green husked coconut, the price of partially dehusked 
coconut is fairly stable.



• The speculations are low on copra price as is evidenced by the low margin 
being maintained from the current market price till March.

It was under these circumstances that the Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre 
of Kerala Agricultural University under the ICAR assisted NAIP project analyzed the 
price of partially dehusked coconut at Thrissur market for a period of 10 years from 
January 2000 to December 2009 were considered in the analysis. According to the study, 
the prices will hover around the levels indicated below for the next four months with 
minor fluctuations as indicated:

Since duty free import of palm oil in large quantities is possible, any drastic 
increase in the domestic prices of coconut oil is not expected. Hence the farmers are 
advised to not to resort storage and therefore advised to plan their sale of coconut and 
copra in the coming months before large scale arrivals are expected to reach the market 
by February end.

COCONUT PRICES TO SOFTEN WITH MORE CROP ARRIVALS

The Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre (AMIC) of Kerala Agricultural 
University under the ICAR assisted NAIP project had released its first price forecast for 
partially dehiisked coconut for the months of February, March and April’ 10, basing their 
analysis on price of partially dehusked coconut at Trichur market for a period of 10 years 
from January 2000 to December 2009. The study had indicated that the coconut prices in 
the State may firm up on account of low initial arrivals, and predicted a price level as 
indicated below:

A validation of the prediction based on actual prices that prevailed at Trichur 
market during the period showed that the prices hovered around Rs. 12/Kg during the 
period under reference. Major reasons that averted the softening of prices were the large 
scale procurement of copra and coconut by NAFED from all the four major South Indian 
producer States, and the hike in crude palm oil export tax imposed by Indonesia from 3 
per cent to 4 per cent from April’10 onwards and Malaysia introducing a plantation tax of 
15 per cent whenever crude palm oil prices crosses USD 756.40/MT. It directly 
influenced the import of palm oil, a close substitute for coconut oil.

According to a communique from AMIC, it is time to reassess the coconut situation. 
The study based on their own analysis of price data, survey and trade inputs indicates the 
following emerging scenario.

The following-factors are expected to play a dominant role in the coconut market on a 
long run basis:

• According to the Global Price Outlook Conference on Palm and Laurie Oils, 
which were held at Kaula Lumpur in Malayasia on 8-10 March 2010, economic 
recovery in the buying countries of US and European markets may stimulate 
higher demand for palm oil, palm kernel oil and coconut oil for the current year.



• With World bio diesel demand getting stronger, higher demand for coconut based 
bio djesel (Coconut Methyl Ester) can be expected. This is likely to turn the heat 
on coconut demand and availability in the major producing countries like 
Philippines, and thereby its global price.

• With the ongoing El Nino induced drought in Philippines and some parts of 
Indonesia is likely to affect the production of coconut in the next 12 to 15 months; 
the global supply situation is most likely to tighten.

However in the short run, the total demand and supply situations are more 
likely to prevail. The major elements to be considered in the short run are:

• Past area expansion programme to non traditional areas like West Bengal, 
Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra have started yielding results in India, and increased 
availability of coconuts are reported from these areas.

• The labour shortage in Kerala has altered the harvest pattern of coconut in Kerala. 
A system of harvest based on availability of labour in the State has led to a 
staggered availability of nuts through out the year. This coupled with increased 
availability from neighboring States has altered the seasonality with respect to the 
availability of nuts.

• According to market reports, NAFED has built a huge copra stock (believed to be 
over 1,25,000 tone) as part of support price mechanism. According to trade 
circles, this copra can not be held for longer by the agency due to considerations 
of quality deterioration and liquidity. Market sentiments are that any massive off 
loading of copra by NAFED can bring the price of coconut and copra under 
considerable pressure.

It was under these circumstances that the Agricultural Market Intelligence Centre 
of Kerala Agricultural University predicts the following price levels for partially 
dehusked coconut in Kerala for the next 3 months:

32965inmparcdwiththeyear-agoperiod 

"Recovery from recession by the Eu­
ropean countries 2nd theDS shouldbeip 
s tim uiate more exports demand, but ex­
porters and im porters are moving cau­
tiously in View of rupee getting 
stronger, and Indian pepper prices ru l­
ing higher than those in other produc 
jngeountn.es,"SatheeshBabusaid.

Actually, domestic demand is quiet 
robust and thesupplvislim ited, he said. 
Supplies globally are down as welklue to 
erratic  weather, but reported high by 
people with vested interests, he added.

Market participants said buyers and 
sellers are staying away from trade and 
looking for the market to go down fu r­
ther beforecommittingbig volumes. Ac­
cording to the prelections of the 
Jakarta-based International Pepper 
Community (1PC), global pepper p ro ­
duction is expected id rise by 3% itizoio 
to290,742 tonnefrom28l,974 tonne i n the 
previousyear. However, carryovorstbck 
is estimated to slip 32% in 2010 to 79.124 
tonne from 1.16,325 tonne in 2009, 
sources said.

India pepper futures ended weak on Friday as selling pressure mounted with good arrival from the interiors, 
traders said Spot pepper fell by over Rs 161 to end at Rs 13,533 65 per 100 kg in Kochi Exports of pepper 
from India in December stood at 1,750 tonne, down 32% compared with the year-ago period

Recovery from recession by the European countries and the US should help stimulate mom exports 
demand, but exporters and importers are moving cautiously in view of rupee getting stronger, and Indian 
pepper prices ruling higher than those in other producing countries,’' Satheesh Babu said.

Actually, domestic demand is quiet robust and the supply is limited, he said Supplies globally are down as 
well due to erratic weather, but reported high by people with vested interests, he added

Market participants said buyers and sellers are staying away from trade and looking for the market to go 
down further before committing big volumes. According to the projections of the Jakarta-based International 
Pepper Community (IPC), global pepper production is expected to nse by 3% in 2010 to 290,742 tonne from 
281,974 tonne in the previous vear. However, carryover stock is estimated to slip 32% in 2010 to 79.124 
tonne from 1,115,325 tonne in 2009, sources said

AMIC studied the price behavior of Indian pepper based on the monthly time series data at the Kochi market 
for ungarhled Malabar Pepper for a penod of 15 years from 1995 January onwards According to the study, 
prices of Indian pepper will hover around Rs 128-140 per kg during the early pepper season starting from 
January to March, which synchronises with the maximum market arrivals

‘This is a period when the export houses become more active, making strategic moves to maintain their 
stocks, consistent with their foreign inquines and commitments Therefore, this period is likely to witness a 
high degree of speculative activities also,” AMIC sources said.

Coconut is a versatile crop grown 
all over the world except the 

continents of Europe and Austalia. 
The crop plays a dominant role in 
the socio-economic and cultural life 
of the growers. According to FAO 
Statistics, 2(X)7, global production of 
coconuts is 61504133 tonnes with 
Indonesia, Philippines, India, Brazil 
and Sri Lanka as the m ajor 
contributors to coconut production. 
As per (he Government o f India 
statistics 2006-07, India has emerged 
as the largest producer of coconut in 
the world with a production of 
15,840 million nuts. India accounts 
for 26.9 per cent o f the w orld’s 
p roduction . In India, the four 
Southern states nam ely Kerala, 
Tamil Nadu, Karnataka and Andhra 
Pradesh account for around 90 per 
cent of the coconut production in the 
country.

The trader’s survey of coconut 
and copra highlighted the following 
po in ts:

•  The country witnessed a record 
of 9.05 lakh tons of vegetable oil 
im ports  in Septem ber 2009 
against 6.67 lakh tons during the 
sam e period in the last year, 
registering a 35.68% growth in 
im ports . The trade c irc les  
indicated the palm group of oils 
comprised more than 75 percent 
of the total imports, which have 
a direct bearing on the coconut 
economy in the country.

The com m odity is in very short supply and the dem and, both from  the international and dom estic 
m arket, continues to be good, K Satheesh Babu o f AM IC told FE. Based on current m arket 
prices and expected dem and for cardam om , AM IC forecast that prices w ould be in the range o f  
Rs 1,020-1,075 per kg in April, Rs 1,050-1.100 in M ay and finally reach Rs 1,075-1,125 in June.

In the last auction held  on W ednesday by the Cardam om  Processing M arketing Com pany, 
Kum ily, average price o f  cardam om  was Rs 1,033 per kg w ith nearly 47 tonne com ing up for 
auctions.

Sources say that the prevailing  high prices are prom pting farm ers to sell all their stocks to m ake 
good profit and m ost o f  arrivals at auctions are old stocks. D rought in the m ain production region 
o f  Idukki is pushing up the prices to unrealistic levels.

Pepper prices firm despite new arrivals

Kochi: Contrary to market expectations that pepper prices would fall after new crop 
arrivals in India and Vietnam , prices have remained largely steady because o f  low stocks 
in consum ing markets.

The pipelines are empty and stocks with major buyers in the US and EU is alm ost nil, 
Jojan M alayil o f  Bafna Enterprises, the largest exporter o f  Indian black pepper old FE.

"Buyers are asking for near m onth shipment due to imm ediate necessity o f  the 
commodity. They were waiting for the prices to come down due to arrival pressure from 
Vietnam and India. However, they cannot wait any longer," he added.

Spot price for pepper at NCDEX closed higher on Thursday at Rs 14,987.10 per quintal 
while April contract was trading at Rs 15,623 per quintal and June futures at Rs 16,126 
per quintal. Vietnam pepper has started arriving in the market, but demand is also high. 
Earlier, global pepper m arkets were invariably pressured after V ietnam ese crop entered 
the market as volum es were high.

"Vietnam farmers have learned the trade from their Indian counterparts and are holding 
back stocks to earn more. They are cash rich due to high prices for other cash crops and 
can afford to hoard pepper," Jojan M alayil said. The Agricultural M arket Intelligence 
Centre o f  Kerala Agricultural University had forecasted that the prices would firm up 
from April on limited global supply.

AGRICULTURE Market In­
telligence Centre (AMIC) of 
the Kerala Agricultural Uni­
versity, while forecasting 
the likely market price trend 
for partially dehusked coco­
nut for 3 months ending 
June 2010, has advised farm­
ers not to resort to storage 
but instead sell their pro­
duce soon after harvesting.

The forecast released by 
the AMIC on Wednesday 
said the prices of coconut 
was expected to be come 
down in Kerala in the short- 
run. It predicted the mar­
ket price of partially dehu­
sked coconut between Rs 11 
50 and Rs 12 per kg in May, 
Rs 10.50 and Rs 11.50 in June 
and Rs 10 and Rs 11.50 in 
July as against Rs 9.50 and

Rs 12 a kg prevailed in 
April.

According to the AMIC 
analysis, the major factors 
considered in the short run 
are the increased yield of 
coconuts in the non-tradi- 
tional areas like West Ben­
gal, Madhya Pradesh and 
Maharashtra. The second 
factor is the labour shortage 
in Kerala which has altered 
the harvest pattern of coco­
nut.

A system of harvest based 
on availability of labour in 
the state has led to a stag­
gered availability of coconut 
throughout the year. This, 
coupled with increased 
availability of coconut from 
neighbouring states has al­
tered the seasonality with 
respect to the availability of 
coconut, the AMIC .analysis 
said.
